JOB SUMMARY:
This position is with the United States Agency for International Development's (USAID), Office of Inspector General (OIG), Office of Audit, Performance Audits Division.  The Performance Audits Division is responsible for providing managers with authoritative advice, guidance and analysis on the programmatic aspects of Agency operations and management.
USAID headquarters is centrally located in downtown Washington, DC, at the prestigious Ronald Reagan Building and International Trade Center on 14th and Pennsylvania Avenue N.W. We are located right on the Federal Triangle Metro (Blue and Orange Lines). The office is within walking distance of restaurants, shops, Smithsonian Institution museums and Washington Monument.
OIG is responsible for preventing and detecting fraud, waste, abuse, and violations of law, and for promoting economy, efficiency, and effectiveness of USAID programs. OIG is responsible for auditing and investigating USAID, the Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC), the Inter-American Foundation, and the United States African Development Foundation.  OIG is organized into four operational units: Audit, MCC, Investigations, and Management.  OIG maintains overseas offices in Baghdad, Iraq; Cairo, Egypt; Dakar, Senegal; Manila Philippines; Pretoria, South Africa; San Salvador, El Salvador; Islamabad, Pakistan; Kabul, Afghanistan; Port au Prince, Haiti; and Tel Aviv, Israel.

DUTIES:
Serves as a technical expert and a senior analyst-in-charge that is responsible for providing line managers with authoritative advice, guidance and analysis on the programmatic aspects of USAID operations and management.
Conducts audits and evaluations in support of OIG audit objectives.  Gathers information, conducts interviews and exit and entrance conferences, prepares work papers, analyzes data, writes audit findings and recommendations, and prepares draft audit reports proposals.
Provides day-to-day leadership and direction to audit team and provides input for lower level auditors/analysts' annual performance evaluations.  Briefs supervisors on progress of audits and evaluations and identifies problems such as the need to expand scope and commit additional resources.
Analyzes and evaluates audit recommendations to determine successful implementation and recommends changes and modifications as necessary.
Performs substantial continuing analysis in conjunction with the program planning, program review, and elevation of management functions relative to the major item mission.
Responsible for complete analyses of assigned program and preparation of briefing material in required formats.
Review quantitative briefing material in required formats and quantative data/reports/documents for accuracy and consistency.
Serves as focal point for responding to all external and internal inquiries related to program analyses within the area of responsibility.
Conducts extensive and continuous personal contact with representation of OIG, officials in USAID, officials at other Federal agencies, executives of professional organizations and representatives of contractor firms in order to acquire or disseminate information and/or to make and defend recommendations.
Communicates, both orally and in writing, particularly in the form of audit reports and factual reports for publication, which include conclusions and recommendations.
Work cooperatively with others, establish and maintain effective relationships with supervisors, coworkers and others.

QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED:
Qualifying experience for the GS-14 level includes one year of specialized experience at least equivalent to GS-13 which is in or directly related to the line of work of the position to be filled and which has equipped the applicant with the particular knowledge, skills, and abilities to successfully perform the duties of the position.
You must have had one (1) year equivalent to at least the GS-13 level in the Federal government.  Examples of qualifying specialized experience include:  A professional knowledge of accounting and conducting very broad audit assignments requiring an integrated analysis of a number of different operational programs, function or accounting systems.  Mastery of advanced auditing principals, standards and practices in order to choose and develop the areas of coverage to plan and coordinate the efforts of a number of audit teams located in a number of geographic areas and auditing various programs. Where no precedents exist, the analyst uses judgment and expertise in developing new approaches to effectively accomplish audit objectives. Knowledge of legal restraints imposed on the expenditure of Federal funds by Congressional intent and OMB.  Proficiency in working with and applying Federal laws, regulations, policies, and procedures in technical, administrative, and management contexts to analyze sensitive, critical issues related to internal and external operations.

HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:
BASIS OF RATING: Qualified applicants receive a score of 70 to 100 before veteran's preference points are applied (if applicable).  Applicants who meet the basic qualification and eligibility requirements for the position(s) to be filled will be placed into one of three quality categories as defined in the following:
GOLD: Applicants who demonstrate significant proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Highly Qualified/Gold category. 
SILVER: Applicants who demonstrate proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Well Qualified/Silver category.
BRONZE: Applicants who meet the minimum qualifications required for the position, but demonstrate less proficiency, experience, and training as described in the higher quality categories, will be placed in the Qualified/Bronze category.
Selections are made from the highest quality category on the basis of merit without regard to race, color, religion, gender, sexual orientation, national origin, physical disability, age, or political affiliation.
