JOB SUMMARY:
This position is with the United States Agency for International Development's (USAID), Office of Inspector General (OIG), Office of Audit, Millennium Challenge Corporation, Performance Audits Division (A/MCC/PA).  OIG/A is responsible for conducting audits related to the worldwide foreign assistance programs and operations of USAID, Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC), U.S. African Development Foundation and the Inter-American Foundation.  
USAID headquarters is centrally located in downtown Washington, DC, at the prestigious Ronald Reagan Building and International Trade Center on 14th and Pennsylvania Avenue N.W. We are located right on the Federal Triangle Metro (Blue and Orange Lines). The office is within walking distance of restaurants, shops, Smithsonian Institution museums and Washington Monument.
The OIG is responsible for preventing and detecting fraud, waste, abuse, and violations of law, and for promoting economy, efficiency, and effectiveness of USAID programs. OIG is responsible for auditing and investigating USAID, MCC, the Inter-American Foundation, and the United States African Development Foundation. OIG is organized into four operational units: Audit, MCC, Investigations, and Management. OIG maintains overseas offices in Baghdad, Iraq; Cairo, Egypt; Dakar, Senegal; Manila Philippines; Pretoria, South Africa; San Salvador, El Salvador; Islamabad, Pakistan; Kabul, Afghanistan; and Tel Aviv, Israel.

DUTIES:
Incumbent will serve as a staff level analyst in the OIG's Office of Audit, MCC, Performance Audit Division, and will engage in a wide variety of analytical duties addressing the management of MCC programs.  Develops special studies, analyses, and reports to ensure that all resource, program, and policy issues associated with assigned programs are coordinated, and implemented in support of the mission.
Conducts audits and reviews in support of OIG objectives.  Gathers information, conducts interviews, exit and entrance conferences, prepares work papers, analyzes data, writes audit finding and recommendations, and prepares draft audit reports and proposals.  The incumbent will provide day-to-day supervision to assigned team and briefs supervisor on progress of projects and identifies problems such as the need to expand scope and commit additional resources.
Serves as a focal point for responding to all external and internal inquiries related to program analyses within the area of responsibility.  Conducts extensive and continuous personal contact with representatives at MCC in order to acquire or disseminate information.  Makes recommendations and/or defends previous recommendations.  Reviews and assesses whether MCC's goals are being met, and makes recommendations for improvements.  Analyzes whether audit recommendations have been successfully implemented, recommends changes and modifications as necessary and prepares summaries of analyses for the Congress.

BASIS OF RATING: Qualified applicants receive a score of 70 to 100 percent before veteran's preference points are applied (if applicable).  You will be rated based on your qualifications for this position as evidenced by the experience, education and training you report relevant to the duties of this position.  Paid or unpaid experience will be considered.  The rating will be based on information provided in your resume and answers to the job specific self-assessment questions which shows that you possess the competencies required for this position.  The highly qualified candidates are then determined and referred to the selecting official for further consideration. 
Applicants who meet the basic qualification and eligibility requirements for the position(s) to be filled will be placed into one of three quality categories as defined in the following:
GOLD: Applicants who demonstrate significant proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Highly Qualified/Gold category.
