JOB SUMMARY:
USAID headquarters is centrally located in downtown Washington, DC, at the prestigious Ronald Reagan Building and International Trade Center on 14th and Pennsylvania Avenue N.W. We are located right on the Federal Triangle Metro (Blue and Orange Lines). The office is within walking distance of restaurants, shops, Smithsonian Institution museums and Washington Monument.
The OIG is responsible for preventing and detecting fraud, waste, abuse, and violations of law, and for promoting economy, efficiency, and effectiveness of USAID programs. OIG is responsible for auditing and investigating USAID, the Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC), the Inter-American Foundation, and the United States African Development Foundation. OIG is organized into four operational units: Audit, MCC, Investigations, and Management. OIG maintains overseas offices in Baghdad, Iraq; Cairo, Egypt; Dakar, Senegal; Manila Philippines; Pretoria, South Africa; San Salvador, El Salvador; Islamabad, Pakistan; Kabul, Afghanistan; and Tel Aviv, Israel.
This position is with the United States Agency for International Development's (USAID), Office of Inspector General (OIG), Office of Audit, Information Technology Audits Division (A/ITA). The United States has a long history of extending a helping hand to those people overseas struggling to make a better life, recovering from disaster, or striving to live in a free and democratic county. USAID has been a principal U.S. agency in extending assistance to countries recovering from disaster, trying to escape poverty, and engaging in democratic reforms.

DUTIES:
Assists in development of audit plans and budgets.  Assesses size of Agency programs, audit risk, legislative mandates and Agency management concerns.  Supervises staff in performance of several audit assignments by directing surveys, audits, follow-up audits, audits of hot-line allegation and analyses.
Ensures implementation of General Accepted Government Audit Standards (GAGAS) and procedures and guidelines, consistent with the standards established by the Inspector General (IG) and the Comptroller General (CG).
Determines and develops audit scope, plans, techniques, methodologies, protocols, schedules, itineraries and format and composition of audit reports.  Directs the preparation of audit reports that comply with GAGAS and are in conformance with IG policies.  Performs supervisory review of audit reports, working papers and other relevant documentation pertaining to audit function in further compliance with GAGAS and IG policies.
Briefs Audit Director on progress of information technology and systems audits, identifies such problems as need to expand scope of audit review and commit additional resources.  Proposes alternative approaches and proposed solutions to identified audit problems.  Reviews and approves audit control point and field site tentative findings/draft reports.  Analyzes the findings of audit teams at various levels, consolidates reports, and develops a summary report of audit findings addressing systemic problems requiring top management actions and/or individual reports for responsible officials.  Discusses findings with responsible organizational elements to develop a constructive, concise final report.
Meets with top officials to present report results, explain the significance of conclusions, justify recommendations, answer questions on audit methodologies as required and negotiate and resolve controversial issues.  Advises on methodologies to identify and correct problems included in the audit reports.
Monitors and develops final audit action on replies to assigned audits.  Analyzes disagreements and, as required, acts as negotiator in the formal adjudication/mediation process.
  

QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED:
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
A. Applicants must show successful completion of a full four-year course of study in an accredited college or university leading to a bachelor's or higher degree in accounting; or a degree in a related field such as business administration, finance, or public administration that included or was supplemented by 24 semester/36 quarter hours in accounting. The 24 semester/36 quarter hours may include up to 6 semester/9 quarter hours of credit in business law. (The term "accounting" means "accounting and/or auditing". Similarly, "accountant" should be interpreted, generally, as "accountant and/or auditor".)
OR
B. Combination of education and experience--at least four (4) years of experience in accounting, or an equivalent combination of accounting experience, college-level education, and training that provided professional accounting knowledge. The applicant's background must also include ONE of the following:
--24 semester/36 quarter hours in accounting or auditing courses of appropriate type and quality. This can include up to 6 semester/9 quarter hours of business law;
--A certificate as Certified Public Accountant or a Certified Internal Auditor, obtained through written examination; or
--Completion of the requirements for a degree that included substantial course work in accounting or auditing, e.g., 15 semester/22 quarter hours, but that does not fully satisfy the 24-semester-hour/36-quarter-hour requirement of paragraph A, provided that (a) the applicant has successfully worked at the full-performance level in accounting, auditing, or a related field, e.g., valuation engineering or financial institution examining; (b) a panel of at least two higher level professional accountants or auditors has determined that the applicant has demonstrated a good knowledge of accounting and of related and underlying fields that equals in breadth, depth, currency, and level of advancement that which is normally associated with successful completion of the four-year course of study described in paragraph A; and (c) except for literal nonconformance to the requirement of 24 semester/36 quarter hours in accounting, the applicant's education, training, and experience fully meet the specified requirements.
ADDITIONAL EXPERIENCE REQUIREMENTS
In addition to meeting the basic entry qualification requirements, applicants must have had one (1) year of specialized experience equivalent to at least GS-13 in the Federal Service that included:  demonstrated accomplishment of information technology (IT) related audits and assignments that required a wide range of knowledge pertinent to the position to be filled.  This knowledge is generally demonstrated by assignments where the applicant developed and implemented approaches to assess or audit various facets of computer systems and projects, such as in the areas of system development and implementation, configuration management, and IT security.
Specialized experience and knowledge can also be demonstrated by candidates holding professional certifications in the auditing and information technology field that require a work experience and continuing education requirement, such as the Certified Information Systems Auditor (CISA), Certified Information System Security Professional (CISSP) among others.
Note: you must submit your transcript(s) so your accounting hours can be verified.  Unofficial transcripts must be submitted as a part of this application by the closing day. The transcript(s) must show that the basic educational requirement has been met. An official transcript will be required prior to an appointment. 
FOREIGN DEGREE EQUIVALENCY EVALUATIONS: If you are applying and using education completed in foreign colleges or universities, you must show that the education credentials have been evaluated by a private organization that specializes in interpretation of foreign education programs and such education has been deemed equivalent to that gained in an accredited U.S. education program. HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:
BASIS OF RATING: Qualified applicants receive a score of 70 to 100 percent before veteran's preference points are applied (if applicable).  You will be rated based on your qualifications for this position as evidenced by the experience, education and training you report relevant to the duties of this position.  Paid or unpaid experience will be considered.  The rating will be based on information provided in your resume and answers to the job specific self-assessment questions which shows that you possess the competencies required for this position.  The highly qualified candidates are then determined and referred to the selecting official for further consideration.  
Applicants who meet the basic qualification and eligibility requirements for the position(s) to be filled will be placed into one of three quality categories as defined in the following:
GOLD: Applicants who demonstrate significant proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Highly Qualified/Gold category.
SILVER: Applicants who demonstrate proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Well Qualified/Silver category.
