JOB SUMMARY:
This position is with the United States Agency for International Development's (USAID), Office of Inspector General (OIG), Office of Audit, Information Technology Audits Division.  The Information Technology Audits Division assists in conducting and monitoring performance and financial audits of USAID information technology and systems programs and operations at headquarters and field locations.
USAID headquarters is centrally located in downtown Washington, DC, at the prestigious Ronald Reagan Building and International Trade Center on 14th and Pennsylvania Avenue N.W. We are located right on the Federal Triangle Metro (Blue and Orange Lines). The office is within walking distance of restaurants, shops, Smithsonian Institution museums and Washington Monument.
The OIG is responsible for preventing and detecting fraud, waste, abuse, and violations of law, and for promoting economy, efficiency, and effectiveness of USAID programs. OIG is responsible for auditing and investigating USAID, the Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC), the Inter-American Foundation, and the United States African Development Foundation. OIG is organized into four operational units: Audit, MCC, Investigations, and Management. OIG maintains overseas offices in Baghdad, Iraq; Cairo, Egypt; Dakar, Senegal; Manila Philippines; Pretoria, South Africa; San Salvador, El Salvador; Islamabad, Pakistan; Kabul, Afghanistan; Tel Aviv, Israel; and Port-au-Prince, Haiti.  
NOTE:  The individual hired for this position will be in a formal training program.  The training program will provide instructions and hands-on exercises performing the major tasks of the USAID OIG, Office of Audit.

DUTIES:
The incumbent in this position will assist in conducting audits and examinations of headquarter and mission information technology and systems and programs to determine compliance with applicable legislation, regulations, policies, and procedures.  Determines effectiveness of programs and operations, achievement of program objectives to prevent the occurrence of waste, fraud, and abuse in USAID programs and operations.  Conducts audits in compliance with professional audit standards and Inspector General audit policies and procedures.
Following a determination on the effectiveness and efficiency of the Agency's management of information technology and systems programs and operations, the incumbent formulates conclusions and assists in preparing written reports or segments thereof containing recommendations for corrective actions required on the part of USAID program officials.
Assists in performing quality reviews of audit reports, surveys, and special studies conducted by IG audit staff.  Reports findings of reviews and recommends further corrective actions, including changes in Agency policies and procedures as required.  Briefs senior auditor or Audit Manager on progress of audits.  Identifies significant audit areas which require decisions and presents recommendations and options on directions audits should take, including expansion or curtailment of initial audit efforts.  Performs follow-up- audits and reviews, and monitors progress of audit recommendations and other reports prepared by the Office of Audit or other Federal agencies. 

QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED:
BASIC REQUIREMENTS
A. Applicants must show successful completion of a full four-year course of study in an accredited college or university leading to a bachelor's or higher degree in accounting; or a degree in a related field such as business administration, finance, or public administration that included or was supplemented by 24 semester/36 quarter hours in accounting. The 24 semester/36 quarter hours may include up to 6 semester/9 quarter hours of credit in business law. (The term "accounting" means "accounting and/or auditing". Similarly, "accountant" should be interpreted, generally, as "accountant and/or auditor".)
OR
B. Combination of education and experience--at least four (4) years of experience in accounting, or an equivalent combination of accounting experience, college-level education, and training that provided professional accounting knowledge. The applicant's background must also include ONE of the following:
--24 semester/36 quarter hours in accounting or auditing courses of appropriate type and quality. This can include up to 6 semester/9 quarter hours of business law;
--A certificate as a Certified Public Accountant or a Certified Internal Auditor, obtained through written examination; or
--Completion of the requirements for a degree that included substantial course work in accounting or auditing, e.g., 15 semester/22 quarter hours, but that does not fully satisfy the 24-semester-hour/36-quarter-hour requirement of paragraph A, provided that (a) the applicant has successfully worked at the full-performance level in accounting, auditing, or a related field, e.g., valuation engineering or financial institution examining; (b) a panel of at least two higher level professional accountants or auditors has determined that the applicant has demonstrated a good knowledge of accounting and of related and underlying fields that equals in breadth, depth, currency, and level of advancement that which is normally associated with successful completion of the four-year course of study described in paragraph A; and (c) except for literal nonconformance to the requirement of 24 semester/36 quarter hours in accounting, the applicant's education, training, and experience fully meet the specified requirements.
Note: you must submit your transcript(s) so your accounting hours can be verified.  Unofficial transcripts can be submitted as a part of this application by the closing day. The transcript(s) must show that the basic educational requirement has been met. An official transcript will be required prior to an appointment.  You can receive credit for education received outside the United States if you provide evidence that it is comparable to an accredited educational institution in the United States when you apply.
FOREIGN DEGREE EQUIVALENCY EVALUATIONS: If you are applying and using education completed in foreign colleges or universities, you must show that the education credentials have been evaluated by a private organization that specializes in interpretation of foreign education programs and such education has been deemed equivalent to that gained in an accredited U.S. education program. · 3.0 or higher out of a possible 4.0 ("B" or better) as recorded on their official transcript, or as computed based on 4 years of education, or as computed based on courses completed during the final 2 years of the curriculum; or
· 3.5 or higher out of a possible 4.0 ("B+" or better) based on the average of the required courses completed in the major field or the required courses in the major field completed during the final 2 years of the curriculum.
3. Election to membership in a national scholastic honor society:  Applicants can be considered eligible based on membership in one of the national scholastic honor societies.  The honor societies are listed in the Association of College Honor Societies:  Booklet of Information (1992-95) and/or Baird's Manual of American College Fraternities (1991).  Membership in a freshman honor society cannot be used to meet the requirements of this provision.

BASIS OF RATING: Qualified applicants receive a score of 70 to 100 percent before veteran's preference points are applied (if applicable).  You will be rated based on your qualifications for this position as evidenced by the experience, education and training you report relevant to the duties of this position.  Paid or unpaid experience will be considered.  The rating will be based on information provided in your resume and answers to the job specific self-assessment questions which shows that you possess the competencies required for this position.  The highly qualified candidates are then determined and referred to the selecting official for further consideration. 
Applicants who meet the basic qualification and eligibility requirements for the position(s) to be filled will be placed into one of three quality categories as defined in the following:
GOLD: Applicants who demonstrate significant proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Highly Qualified/Gold category.
SILVER: Applicants who demonstrate proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Well Qualified/Silver category.
