JOB SUMMARY:
Multiple positions in various duty locations are being filled under this announcement.  Positions to be filled are being announced concurrently with OIG-13-20DT, Foreign Service Criminal Investigator, FS-1811-6/5.  The number of available positions in this announcement is contigent upon the number of positions filled in OIG-13-20DT.

The full promotion potential of this position is FS-01 (GS-15 equivalent).
This position is with the United States Agency for International Development's (USAID), Office of Inspector General (OIG), Office of Investigations.  The Office of Investigations is responsible for investigating allegations of criminal and civil violations and employee misconduct relating to USAID's world-wide programs and operations. 

The United States has a long history of extending a helping hand to those people overseas struggling to make a better life, recovering from disaster, or striving to live in a free and democratic country.  USAID has been a principal U.S. agency in extending assistance to countries recovering from disaster, trying to escape poverty, and engaging in democratic reforms. 

OIG is responsible for preventing and detecting fraud, waste, abuse, and violations of law, and for promoting economy, efficiency, and effectiveness of USAID programs.  OIG is responsible for auditing and investigating USAID, the Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC), the Inter-American Foundation (IAF), Overseas Private Investment Corporation (OPIC) and the United States African Development Foundation (ADF).  OIG is organized into three operational units: Audit, Investigations, and Management. OIG maintains overseas offices in Cairo, Egypt; Dakar, Senegal; Manila Philippines; Pretoria, South Africa; San Salvador, El Salvador; Port-au-Prince, Haiti; Islamabad, Pakistan; Kabul, Afghanistan; and Tel Aviv, Israel.
KEY REQUIREMENTS

DUTIES:
· Conducts complex and large-scale criminal, civil, and administrative investigations involving the Agency’s most significant programs, operations and personnel that require participation by several agency investigators or other U.S. or foreign government investigators.
· Plans, conducts, and coordinates sensitive and significant domestic and overseas criminal investigations affecting the integrity and efficiency of USAID, ADF, IAF, MCC and OPIC-financed activities and personnel in an assigned geographic region. 
· Plans and organizes such investigations, determines their scope and possible ramifications, develops the methods, procedures and techniques to be followed.  Conducts research, data collection and analysis of information related to programs and projects that are subject to investigative oversight. 
· Investigates and oversees the gathering and development of technical/administrative evidence relating to any and all phases of investigations, and utilizes a broad range of investigative techniques such as interviews, subpoenas, search warrants, electronic surveillance, financial analysis, document examination and the use of expert witnesses.
· Leads teams or works independently with employees or other federal agency employees composed of investigators, auditors, procurement specialists, and legal experts to complete investigations. 
· Prepares investigative reports, and other written communications for action officials, congress, prosecutorial bodies and OIG management.  
· Provides oral briefings to USAID employees and contractors, OIG managers/leadership, congressional staffers, prosecutors and law enforcement teams.  

QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED:
You must have one year of specialized experience at the level close to the work of this job that has given you particular knowledge, skills, and abilities required to successfully perform.  Typically we would find this experience in work within this field or a field that is closely related.

FS-04 level, applicants must have one year equivalent to at least the FS-05/GS-11 level in the Federal government.  Examples of qualifying specialized experience includes assignments involving investigations of organizations that are sensitive or significant and/or involve multiple defendants or violations; investigations of international organizations or with international implications; and that has equipped the applicant with the ability to initiate and conduct white collar fraud investigations, ability to plan, organize, prioritize, and conduct complex procurement investigations, ability to communicate in writing, including preparation of investigative reports, and the ability to communicate orally and work effectively with individuals and/or other agencies in order to conduct investigations.

FS-03 level, applicants must have one year of specialized experience equivalent to at least the FS-04/GS-12 level in the Federal Government.  Examples of specialized experience includes assignments involving criminal and civil investigations of organizations that are complex in structure with a large number of primary or subsidiary activities, e.g., white collar investigations of international organizations or with international implications; skill in planning and conducting complex criminal investigations; skill in conducting contract/procurement fraud and employee integrity investigations; performing record searches; reviewing and analyzing records; and analyzing data from a variety of sources, considering the impact, and confirming the accuracy and authenticity of information; ability to effectively communicate, both orally and in writing, facts and circumstances of investigations; demonstrated knowledge of Federal laws, rules, regulations, criminal and administrative procedures, investigative techniques, and law enforcement quality standards; participated in the formulation of policies, procedures and standards governing criminal, civil and administrative investigative operations. 

Selective Placement Factors:

(1)  Applicant must have experience conducting investigations of Title 18, Civil False Claims Act, or investigations involving contractual remedies, or have prepared referrals for suspension/debarment.
  
(2)  Applicant must have satisfactorily completed the Basic Criminal Investigative Training Program at the Federal Law Enforcement Training Center in Glynco, Georgia, or its equivalent.

You must be a U.S. citizen to qualify for this position.

You will be required to maintain firearm proficiency and carry a firearm while performing the duties of this position.

Applicants must possess a valid U.S. driver's license upon appointment and be able to operate a government-owned or leased motor vehicle.

You must submit to a drug test and receive a negative drug test results before you can be appointed.

Appointment to this position is contingent upon successful completion of a full field background investigation and issuance of a 'TOP SECRET' clearance. 

Applicant is required to complete a 'Declaration for Federal Employment' (OF-306).  Applicants who do not submit this form will not receive consideration for this position. The information collected on this form is used to determine applicant's suitability for federal employment. The applicant may be asked to sign and certify the accuracy of all information in the application/resume. The applicant must answer all questions truthfully and completely. A false statement on any part of the declaration or attached forms may be grounds for not hiring the applicant, or for termination after being hired.
 
MEDICAL CLEARANCE:  Prior to being hired to the Foreign Service, applicants must have a thorough medical examination and receive an unlimited medical clearance for assignment worldwide.  

Applicants will be required to undergo a pre-employment medical examination by an Agency designated physician to determine if they are physically and medically qualified to perform the full duties of the position. Any physical condition which could hinder an individual's full, efficient and safe performance of his/her duties as a criminal investigator, or failure to meet any of the required physical or medical qualifications, will usually be considered disqualifying for employment, except when sufficient evidence is presented that the individual can perform the essential functions of the job efficiently and without hazard to themselves and others. Applicants who refuse to submit to the required examinations will not be considered for employment as criminal investigator.

Applicants must agree to work an annual average of two hours extra per day to meet the requirements of law enforcement availability pay (LEAP) as described in Title 5 U.S.C 5545A (d) (1).

Applicants for this position are required to qualify with and use firearms and other weapons as part of assigned duties and to maintain such qualifications.  Because of an amendment to 18 U.S.C. 922(g)(9), which became effective September 30, 1996, and is referred to as the Lautenberg Amendment, applicants are ineligible for this position if at ANY time they have been convicted of a qualifying crime of domestic violence, unless such conviction was expunged, set aside or the applicant received a pardon.  A qualifying conviction is a state or Federal conviction for a crime of domestic violence and any general or special court-martial for an offense that otherwise meets elements of a crime of domestic violence, even though not classified as a misdemeanor or felony.

Continuing employment in this position is contingent upon: (1) maintaining eligibility for a top-secret clearance in a position which has been designated as critical-sensitive; (2) maintaining criteria outlined in USAID/OIG/I, Health and Fitness Program for Criminal Investigators; (3) willingness to travel domestically and overseas as necessary; (4) work an annual average of 2 extra hours a day to meet the requirements of law enforcement availability pay (LEAP) as described in Title 5 U.S.C. 5545a(d)(1); (5) willingness to carry and use a firearm in the execution of official duties; and (6) compliance with the Lautenberg Amendment.

MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS:  The duties of this position require moderate to arduous physical exertion involving walking and standing, use of firearms, and exposure to inclement weather.  Manual dexterity with comparatively free range of motion of fingers, wrists, elbows, shoulders, hips, and knee joints are required.  Arms, hands, legs, and feet must be sufficiently intact and functioning in order that applicants may perform the duties satisfactorily.  Sufficiently good vision in each eye, with or without correction, is required to perform the duties satisfactorily.  Near vision, corrective lenses permitted, must be sufficient to read printed material the size of typewritten characters.  Hearing loss, as measured by an audiometer, must not exceed 35 decibels at 1000, 2000, and 3000 Hz levels.  Since the duties of this position are exacting and responsible, and involve activities under trying conditions, applicants must possess emotional and mental stability.  Any physical condition that would cause the applicant to be a hazard to himself/herself, or others is disqualifying.

Applicants must be at least 18 years of age at the time of appointment.  Applicants that have no prior series 1811 criminal investigator experience must meet the maximum age for entry into a covered position which is the date immediately preceding the applicant's 37th birthday and must be able to retire at the mandatory age of 57 years with 20 years of service as an 1811 criminal investigator.  Hiring exceptions will be made for veterans' preference eligibles. 
 
Foreign Service career candidates will be considered for tenure by a Tenuring Board after they have acquired at least three years in the agency, of which a minimum of two years' overseas experience in the Service.  Each career candidate is afforded two opportunities to receive tenure based on the Board's review of the employee's written performance evaluations which are prepared by a supervisor at least once a year.  A career candidate who fails to perform satisfactorily may be separated at any time during their probationary period.  Any employee who remains untenured after two reviews will be separated from the Agency at the end of the five-year probationary appointment.  The appointment status of a career candidate who receives tenure will be changed from probationary to career.
HOW YOU WILL BE EVALUATED:
BASIS OF RATING: Qualified applicants receive a score of 70 to 100 percent before veteran's preference points are applied (if applicable).  You will be rated based on your qualifications for this position as evidenced by the experience, education and training you report relevant to the duties of this position.  Paid or unpaid experience will be considered.  The rating will be based on information provided in your resume and answers to the job specific self-assessment questions which shows that you possess the competencies required for this position.  The highly qualified candidates are then determined and referred to the selecting official for further consideration.  USAID must be able to conduct reference checks as part of its assessment process.  Applicants who do not permit reference checks from previous employers may be disqualified.

Applicants who meet the basic qualification and eligibility requirements for the position(s) to be filled will be placed into one of three quality categories as defined in the following:
 
GOLD: Applicants who demonstrate significant proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Highly Qualified/Gold category.

SILVER: Applicants who demonstrate proficiency, experience, and training in all or most of the competencies for the position will be placed in the Well Qualified/Silver Category.

BRONZE: Applicants who meet the minimum qualifications required for the position, but demonstrate less proficiency, experience, and training as described in the higher quality categories, will be placed in the Qualified/Bronze category.

Selections are made from the highest quality category on the basis of merit without regard to race, color, religion, gender, sexual orientation, national origin, physical disability, age, or political affiliation.

Paid round-trip transportation to a rest and recuperation area for employees and authorized dependents who are assigned to designated hardship posts.

In addition to federal holidays, the U.S. Government also observes some local holidays celebrated at overseas posts of assignment.

Salary differential, which is taxable, ranging from 5 percent to 20 percent of base pay at posts where there are unusual hardships.

These positions may be eligible for danger pay up to 35% depending on the location.

Assignments to Afghanistan and Pakistan are unaccompanied posts. Family members will not accompany incumbent to this assignment.  Employment opportunites for eligible family members may be available.

Education allowance for dependents under certain circumstances.

These positions are intended to be full-time at domestic and overseas locations.

Applicants must be willing to travel to a variety of overseas posts, some of which are classified as hardship posts.
OTHER INFORMATION:
Applicants must be available for and willing to accept assignments throughout the world, including assignments to Washington, D.C. They must also be willing to travel frequently on short notice. In cases where both husband and wife are foreign affairs agency employees, both are expected to be willing to accept assignments to a post other than that of the tandem spouse in order to meet the needs of the Service.

This job is being filled by an alternative hiring process and is not in the competitive civil service.
